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Staff will post ‘work’ and activity ideas on Mondays and then log on at least twice during the week to check for
responses and leave feedback for work submitted. Please note however that we do not wish to add additional stress
at this time, and ask you to please support your child in pacing themselves and understanding that they have a full
week's work posted which does not all have to be completed straightaway,a nd in deed do not have to complete
these tasks if they have other home-learning in place.

You will be sent your child’s unique log-in code for ClassDojo on Sunday this week (29th March) via the email
address you have registered with the school, enabling your child to access their class story page and portfolio of
work from Monday morning.

If you want to get ahead of the game, please download the ClassDojo app in advance if your child will be accessing
the site on a tablet or mobile device, or take a look at the log-in process at www.clasdojo.com Classdojo runs on
any tablet, PC or phone and is very easy to use.

Once you get your log-in message on Sunday and your child has logged in for the first time, parents will also be able
to register to receive updates from the school and will be able to view their child’s portfolio of work and comments
made once approved.
