Pupil Premium Report 2016-7
	Overview


	The Pupil Premium is designed to ensure that funding to tackle disadvantage reaches the pupils who need it most.  The funding is allocated to Local Authorities and schools with pupils from Reception to Y11 who are eligible for free school meals (FSM), are looked after, adopted or have parents currently in the Armed Forces.  In 2016/17 the funding allocated was £1320 per child, £300 for children of Armed Forces families and £1900 for adopted children (£35,580 in total based on 24 x pupils in receipt of higher level funding and 13 pupils £300 per child)

	Statement about the effect of the expenditure on the educational attainment of those pupils who were eligible for pupil premium
	Disadvantaged pupils continue to make good progress overall. Progress in reading, writing and maths this year is good or better across all year groups. In 2017, in Year 2 & Year 6, 100% of PP pupils without recognised SEND reached or exceeded ARE, and progress measures were high for all pupils, including several with SEND meeting or exceeding ARE. Children with multiple disadvantage (e.g. PP & SEND) continue to impact overarching attainment figures for PP pupils, although progress measures indicate above average progress for this group.  
Reading

Last year, the gaps in Reading progress between pupil premium and non-pupil premium children continued to be narrowed or closed for all year groups, with several pupils not expected to meet ARE achieving this, or very narrowly missing out.

In 2016-17 average progress of disadvantaged pupils was more rapid, meaning that progress made was equal to, or greater than non-pupil premium pupils in all year groups. Progress from KS1 is now better for disadvantaged pupils than that of their peers.
Pupil Premium pupils receiving targeted support as listed made on average gains in reading comprehension of 2 years over 14 weeks. In Year 2 & Year 6, at least one PP child was working at greater depth in Reading
Writing

In KS2, all pupil premium pupils made expected or more than expected progress from the end of KS1. All those receiving small group support in Year 6, reached the expected standard in writing and in the spelling, grammar and punctuation test.
First Class & writing 2 in Year 4 saw a dramatic impact on pupil confidence in writing, writing competence and length of written work
Maths

Rates of progress in Maths for pupil premium pupils across the school were greater than non-pupil premium pupils.
Pupils who received First class @ Number 1 & 2, continued to make on average 12 months progress over 4 months.
Early Years
Disadvantaged pupils made expected or better rates of progress from their starting points in line with non-pupil premium pupils, although increase in confidence and language skills were marked for pupils undertaking Literacy A-Z programme. 
Challenge for all pupils to work at greater depth in writing and maths remain a priority for 2017-18 

Attendance 
Attendance of all pupil premium pupils in 2015-16 was just below that of their non pupil premium peers at 94.6%
In 2016-17 this trend continued with specific work with PP families with multiple disadvantage (ie pupils also subject to CP Plan) worked with to improve attendance
Behaviour 

2013-14 31% incidents involved pupil premium children
2014-15 23% incidents involved pupil premium children
2015-16 24% incidents involved pupil premium children

2015-16 incidents reported at lunchtimes were halved from the previous year
2016-17 a rise in incidents involving PP pupils was recorded- 34%; however, this was as a result of one pupil in particular with ADHD affecting overall school data. Good pastoral support programmes continued to be offered though for this pupil and all pupils and regular dialogue with parents

Additional information

Last year, we worked with our circle schools on a Pupil Premium Champions project. Opportunities to look at other schools’ provision and discuss needs/impacts were valuable especially with schools who had recently had Pupil Premium monitoring visits by LA or Ofsted – better awareness of expectations etc. Reports were written and presented to the Circle Heads. 
Training on RaiseOnline for the Pupil Premium Champions was provided by Isleham’s Head Teacher, Sarah Skillern. Our experienced SENCo Rhian Bond continues to lead the Teaching assistants, including with appraisal targets, interventions and training. She continues to be a significant and instrumental party in the half termly Pupil Progress meetings ensuring pupils needs are met. Isleham contributed to the County SEND review in February 2017 and the focus on SEND & PP pupils in our school was described as exemplary. This has helped to support many PP children due to their multiple disadvantage.
