Pupil Premium Report 2015-16
	Overview


	The Pupil Premium is designed to ensure that funding to tackle disadvantage reaches the pupils who need it most.  The funding is allocated to Local Authorities and schools with pupils from Reception to Y11 who are eligible for free school meals (FSM), are looked after, adopted or have parents currently in the Armed Forces.  In 2015/16 the funding allocated was £1320 per child, £300 for children of Armed Forces families and £1900 for adopted children.

	Statement about the effect of the expenditure on the educational attainment of those pupils who were eligible for pupil premium
	Disadvantaged pupils are making good progress overall. Progress in reading, writing and maths this year is good or better across all year groups. In Year 6, 100% of pupils in receipt of free school meals reached the expected standard in reading, writing and maths combined.
Reading

Last year, the gaps in Reading progress between pupil premium and non pupil premium children were narrowed or closed for all year groups. In 2015-16 average progress of disadvantaged pupils was more rapid, meaning that progress made was equal to, or greater than non pupil premium pupils in all year groups. Progress from KS1 is now better for disadvantaged pupils than that of their peers.
Pupil Premium pupils receiving Better Reading Partnership interventions, made on average, 12 months progress in reading over 10 weeks.

Those who received inference training made on average gains in reading comprehension of 2 years over 14 weeks.
Writing

In KS2, all pupil premium pupils made expected or more than expected progress from the end of KS1. All those receiving small group support in Year 6, reached the expected standard in writing and in the spelling, grammar and punctuation test.
Maths

Rates of progress in Maths for pupil premium pupils across the school were greater than non pupil premium pupils this year. Pupils who received First class @ Number, made on average 13 months progress over 4 months.
Early Years
Disadvantaged pupils made expected rates of progress from their starting points in line with non pupil premium pupils. 

Attendance 
Attendance in 2014-15 for pupils in receipt of free school meals was just below that for non pupil premium  at 94.4% 

Attendance of all pupil premium pupils in 2015-16 was again just below that of their non pupil premium peers at 94.6%
Behaviour 

2012-13 39% of all reports in behaviour log were pupil premium children

2013-14 31% incidents involved pupil premium children
2014-15 23% incidents involved pupil premium children
2015-16 24% incidents involved pupil premium children

2015-16 incidents reported at lunchtimes were halved from the previous year
