	The Pupil Premium is designed to ensure that funding to tackle disadvantage reaches the pupils who need it most.  The funding is allocated to Local Authorities and schools with pupils from Reception to Y11 who are eligible for free school meals (FSM), are looked after, adopted or have parents currently in the Armed Forces.  In 2014/15 the funding allocated was £1300 per child, £300 for children of Armed Forces families and £1900 for adopted children

	For our disadvantaged pupils end of key stage and end of year group progress and attainment scores show an increase on 2013-14. Progress from Y2 was above age related expectations across all KS2 classes
Reading

Average attainment of pupil premium pupils in reading is above age related expectations in all classes.

The gaps in Reading attainment and progress between pupil premium and non pupil premium children were narrowed or closed for all year groups.

100% of Pupil Premium pupils passed the phonic screening check in Y1

Pupil Premium pupils receiving Better Reading Partnership interventions, made on average, 1 year 4 months progress in reading over 10 weeks.
Writing
All Pupil Premium pupils made 2 or more levels progress from KS1 to KS2
Progress across the school for vulnerable pupils was greater than in 2013-14

Progress in writing at year 6 was greater than for any previous year – representing outstanding progress from KS1
Maths

All Pupil Premium pupils made 2 or more levels progress from KS1 to the end of KS2
Rates of progress in Maths for pupil premium children across the school was greater in than in 2013-14
Early Years
Disadvantaged pupils performed well at Early Years with no gap at expected levels of development between pupil premium  pupils and their peers in 2015
Attendance
Attendance improved in 2014-15 for pupils in receipt of free school meals. Attendance for pupils in receipt of pupil premium was just below that for non pupil premium  at 94.4%

2012-13 39% of all reports in behaviour log were pupil premium children
2013-14 31% incidents involved pupil premium children
2014-15 23% incidents involved pupil premium children
