Ask probing
questions and connect the story to your own
life.

Welcome to the Spring
term

What we are learning this
term

This term we will be learning about the
amazing animals in our wonderful
world.

We will be journeying to Africa to
discover the geography of Kenya
through focusing on the main human
and physical features of the country.
Then we will learn about the key
geographical features of the country
including Kenyan wildlife, landscapes
and culture. Children will learn about
the similarities and differences
between Kenya and the UK along with
continuing to develop their
geographical skills through a variety
of fun and interactive activities.

In Spring 2, we will then become
immersed into the world of Dinosaurs
and venture through the prehistoric
world. We will make some moving
pictures and create our own dinosaur
poems. In English we will become
palaeontologists and learn about a
variety of dinosaurs fo write a non-
chronological report.

Science

In Science, we will be learning about living
things including humans. We will classify living
things by identifying their similarities and
differences. As well as this, we are going to
study the lifecycles of several animals, and
learn about food chains.

Maths

Maths will be taught daily to develop our
fluency, reasoning and problem solving skills.
