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1. How does the school know if children need extra help?  
· On a day to day basis Class Teachers monitor children’s understanding and mark their work, both during and after the lesson. Teachers will therefore be aware if children have understood and met the learning objective for each session. They respond to children’s misconceptions or lack of progress by planning accordingly to address the emerging needs. This may include whole class teaching or small group and individual guided sessions.
· Regular Pupil Progress meetings are held between the Class Teacher, Head Teacher, Assessment leader and SENCo, where every child’s progress and attainment is measured against their own previous progress, as well as age related expectations. These half termly meetings enable pupils who are not making expected progress to be clearly identified, planned for and monitored carefully. 
· Each child at Isleham has personal learning targets for reading writing and maths. Some pupils may also have pastoral targets for behaviour. Class teachers meet with pupils regularly to review targets and set new ones. These are shared and discussed with parents at parents evening and copies of these targets are sent home. The review process enables teachers to identify children who need extra help to meet their targets.
· Pupils who are not making expected progress may sometimes be given a standardised assessment in reading or maths. This helps teachers to identify any underlying difficulties that can be targeted and provides another way of measuring progress.
· Parents share their concerns with us if they feel their child needs extra support for their emotional wellbeing. Class Teachers know their children well and notice when a child is behaving differently. They will encourage the child to share their worries with an adult they trust. Worry boxes in each classroom provide another means for children to share their feelings or concerns.  
· Staff will endeavour to be available to discuss any concerns with parents as soon as they arise. 
2. What should I do if I think my child may have special educational needs?

· Speak to your child’s Class Teacher as soon as you have concerns. 

· You and your child’s Class Teacher may want to discuss your concerns with the school’s Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator (SENCo). Our SENCo is Mrs. R. Bond.
3. How will school staff support my child?

· On a day to day basis in the classroom, teaching will be differentiated to meet the needs of every child. We call this universal support.
· Close marking and tracking of pupil progress will highlight any children who may need extra help. When additional support is required, we call it targeted support. 
· Targeted support in class may include additional 1:1 reading, small group writing or phonics, handwriting or fine motor skills programs, visual timetables and individual workstations. We also offer a number intervention programmes that have demonstrated good evidence of their effectiveness. These are listed below.

· Any interventions used will be run by Teachers or specifically trained Training Assistants and will be monitored by the SENCo.
· The effectiveness and impact of any interventions and/or support is measured regularly, by using a range of evidence including standardised testing, formal assessments, pupil and parent voice, bookwork and behaviour logs. Outcomes of targeted support are shared with all those who have been involved and this information is used to plan future support.
· We may ask you to help complete a communication passport, sensory profile or risk reduction plan in order to help us understand your child better and plan for their needs.

· If targeted support in school is not effective, it may be necessary to seek specialist support from the Specialist Teaching Team. This may a specialist teacher or an Educational Psychologist. We will talk to you about this process if it is appropriate to refer your child.
· If a child is not making progress despite high quality teaching and several rounds of targeted support, we may add their name to the SEND register. 
· All School Governors are responsible for the education and wellbeing of all the children in our school. One specific Governor is responsible for liaising with all parties. Our School governor is Mrs. A. May.
4. How will the curriculum be matched to my child’s needs?
· Teaching will be adjusted to meet the needs of every child. 

· Where necessary, adaptations will me made e.g. larger print, different colour paper, ICT support, breaking tasks down into smaller chunks, movement breaks, additional time to complete a task, a scribe, word processor or a reader. 
· Some children may need support from an adult in school.
· Some children may need targeted interventions as outlined above.
· School also takes advice from specialist services.
· Any support accessed will be fully discussed and carefully monitored.
· Where possible, learning will be developed from the child’s interests.
5. How will both you and I know how my child is doing and how will you help me to support my child?
· On a day to day basis Class Teachers  will mark children’s work and will be aware if children have understood and met the learning objective for each session.

· Regular Pupil Progress meetings are held where every child’s progress and attainment is measured against their own previous progress as well as national expectations. 

· Class Teachers know their children well and will notice when a child is behaving differently.

They will encourage the child to share their worries with an adult they trust. 

· Staff will endeavour to be available to discuss any concerns with parent/Carers as soon as they arise.

· We will inform you through discussions at Parent/Carer Consultations and written reports.
· At times, extra meetings could be held, initiated by either parents/Carer or school staff.
· Target setting, developed and shared with the child and parents.
· External agencies meeting with parents/Carers and school staff.
· Parent/Carer learning events such as maths or spelling mornings.
· Attending reading workshops.
6. What support will there be for my child’s overall wellbeing?
· Staff are all regularly trained in Child Protection issues and how to respond if particular situations arise.

· Children in all classes take part in PHCSE activities.
· Children in all classes are taught about eSafety 
· Traffic light behaviour management system and restorative approaches
· Reward system, merits and house points.
· Medicine and personal care.
· Supporting Children with Medical Conditions policy
· Pupil voice, school council, opportunities to share worries with trusted adults, Buddy system, ICT Champions
· Lunchtime activities, sports coach and play leaders 
· Reflective and quiet spaces
· Social skills groups e.g. Silver SEAL, Socially Speaking.
· FRIENDs group for selected children.
· Communication passports, sensory profiles and risk reduction plans.
· Access to Play Therapy and counselling services
· Referral to Community Paediatrician/CAMH if appropriate

11. How is the decision made about what type and how much support my child will receive?
· Assessment of a child’s learning and well-being takes place in school every day with ongoing regular discussion between teachers, children and parents/Carers. If a child is not making adequate progress, discussions will be held between parents/Carers, child and the school staff to ascertain the problem i.e. a gap that needs to be closed, a learning barrier, a medical need a stressful situation which might be affecting their learning and the most appropriate type of support which could be used.
· Involvement of other professionals as appropriate.
· The amount of support will reflect the level of need.
12. How are parents involved in the school? How can I be involved?
